What is Goldeneyes about?
It's about a depression-era man who does something horrible to satisy his alcohol addiction,
and the ripple effect his action causes in the lives of two families over twenty years later.

What inspired you to write G oldeneyes ?

| grew up in Weedpatch, the little farming community where Part One of Goldeneyes is set.
I've always wanted to write something using that location as a backdrop. This story has been
brewing in my mind for several years, and | just decided the time was right.

Which authors have most influenced your own wri ting?

Too many to possibly mention here! As a child, | devoured just about every book | could get
my hands on: Nancy Drew, Trixie Belden, the Bobbsey Twins — even the Hardy Boys; |
wasn’'t gender specific as to reading material. As | got older, | graduated to romance and
found Grace Livingston Hill, Barbara Cartland, Emilie Loring, and oh, yes — | discovered
Harlequin Romance! Now some of my favorite writers are Joy Fielding, Lori Wick, Lori
Copeland ... the list goes on for miles. My favorite book of all time is Swan Song, by Robert
McCammon.

What other projects are you currently working on?

One of my works-in-progress is surprising me by actually creating a connection between my
debut novel and Goldeneyes, which | wasn’t expecting at all. I've also just completed
something completely new - at least to me. While it’s still Christian romance, it will fit more
easily in the Chick Lit genre, bringing in a touch more humor and lightheartedness than is in
my other works.

What types of things are you doing to market you r book?

I’'m arranging as many book signing events, readings and speaking engagements as | can
handle. And because Goldeneyes is inspirational, | have the opportunity to work my way into
Christian women’s conferences. I'll be sending press releases to the media in select towns
across the nation. | have a web site, and will take full advantage of internet marketing
possibilities. I'll use standard marketing tools such as bookmarks, business cards, flyers, and
of course | plan to make prime use of good old, tried-and-true, word-of-mouth publicity.
